RTO presenters apply individually and present BOTH sessions. (approx. 1:00– 2:45 PM)
RTO Selection will be based on Roundtable topic, outline, and handout.
Each school may submit 1 or 2  RoundTable Only applications.

· Presenters will present at a table in the cafeteria with a group of 6-10 students per rotation.  

· Activities will be at a table in a noisy room so plan accordingly
· There will be three 8-10-minute rotations. 
· No icebreakers needed!
· Presenters should bring 60 copies of their handout(s).

· There will be no A/V equipment provided. (additional A/V information below)

· Do NOT send a script of your exact words.
· Include your Prezi link (if applicable)
· If you are using movie/video clips, include a description of each clip as well as an explanation of how it relates to your topic.

· Check it for spelling and grammar!

· One page is usually enough, but it can be more.

· Space for student to take notes is appropriate.

· Make it fun! ( (cool font, pictures or graphics)
· Be sure your name & school is on your handout (no contact info needed)
